Most of the group travelled via Schiphol Airport, Amsterdam. Fog delayed flightaddoareitnto connect
with our Lima flight. Once on board we had a good flight, arriving in Lima only slightly later than planned. Two
group members were already there, exploring the city.

Noting the West Peruviddove on the hotel, we took a short coach ride to the port where we boarded a
transfer boat and then a sigheing boat to the Palominos Islands, a small archipelago that lies just a few miles
offshore. Incdlerns and PawvianBoobies flew overhead, there were small groups of Pdrelitams, and
Humboldt Penguins as wells as several cormorant species and storm petrels. We heard the huge colony
thousands of Southern Sea Lions before we savd timed out on the cks and swimming around us. One

brave group member joined them in the water and was soon surrounded by a ring of tiarisus sea

After lunch we drove to the Pantanos de Villa marshes which were teeming withchidisg a flock of
Whimbrel,Killdeer, Peruvian Thidéhees, Great Grebe, Rigiled GrebeCinnamon Tealassorted herons,
and a PeruvigiRedbreastedMeadowlark. On the way home we met a pair of Burrowing Owls in a sand bank.

Werose before dawn (as we did on most subsequent days) and flew from Lima to for Puerto Maldonado in the
Amazonian | owl ands. After a quick visit to the 1¢
on a bumpy coach ride down the muddy ito the river, passikigliconifowers and guava plantations.

At the tiny port on the R2o0 Tambopata we traverse
motorised canoe. Safely wearingdifketswe set off into the Tambopafandamo Reserved Zone which
encompasses almost 1.5 million hectares of the drainage basin of the Tambopata River. We passed t
Capybarabeing groomed by Giant Cowbirds whilst Greater Yakaged and Turkey Vultures flew overhead

but, in generathere watttle wildlife abouin the heat of the midday sun

Reaching our destination we climbed up the steps cut in the bank and walked through primary rainforest to ot
lodge.

That afternoon we had our first walk through the forest and climbed the T20\épgttower for a spectacular
vi ew. We had r e pua tOthdr birdseenwsludedliick, Grpatetrdllavheaded anding
Vultures; Redandgreen Macaws DuskyheadedParakeetsBlueheaded andviealy Parrots; White-fronted




Nunbird, Yellowtufted Woodpecker Blacktailed andMaskedTityras; Crested,Russebacked andOlive
OropendolaGiantCow-bird. We saw BuskyTiti Monkey.

Our rooms were open to the rainforest with a sturdy mosquito net over the bed. Brilliant butterflies flew
through the Lodge. One participant found@seOpossum under the bed an@reen andlack Poison Dart
Frogin the shower. We fell asleep to the soudicatias.

A crackof-dawn start. Weéded our baggage and set off by boat for the Tres Chimbadas oxbow lake. Walking
from the river we found a Great Potoo. As soon as we had boarded our wooden catamaran, gently paddled |
our local guides, we saw a group of Hoatzins. Other birds irRindeebeRinged Kingfisher, Greatand
Snoothbilled Ani; and an audible but invisidliggzag Heron TheGiant River Ottersvere also invisible. Our

guides caught sontellowbelliedPiranhaso show us and released them unharmed.

We transferred to owovered motorised canoe to head upstreasixXoours. About three hours into the
journey we passed the confluence of the River Malinowski after which we entered the National Park and soc
lost sight of human habitation. We had good views of th®niaozo Geese, and also s@wscoi Herons,

Great Egrets, Swalla@ailed andPlumbeous Kites, Sungrebe, Wattled Jacan&potted Sandpipehgain,

birdlife was quiet. While there was rushing water in some places, our pilot, sitting in front, heghoteuse hi

push us over the shallows.

We took a detour to a small clay lick andSszaslet, BluandYellow, RescandGreen,and Chestnutronted
Macaws We also saw@mmon Potoavith youngster, and latek@ngtailedPotoo.

Eventually we reached Tawphta Research Centre. We clambered up the steps in searing, moist heat and
walked through the rainforest to the Lodge. Good insect repellent was essential. We settled into our room:
again open to the rainforest with good mosquito nets. Then we rekgvdtbhing. Many different species of

birds can be found there but we had to work hard to find them. They inclBilgshfonted Jacamar,
AmazoniarMot-mot, WhitethroatedT oucan, andlineatedVoodpecker.

On our returpwe found comfortable hammoaks theveranda We shared our dinner with large moths and
other interesting insects.

We got up before dawn and took a short boat ride to the island where we settled quietly erddo thevdit
the arrival of the macaws at the clay lick opposite. As the sun rose, pairs or threesomes of macaws flew alo
checking if it was safe to land. Peccary aypid footprints were visible in the sand of the little tributary.




As light dawnethe clay lick was visited by ewmereasing rainbow flocks BlueandYellow, ReéhndGreen,
and Chestnufronted and Redbellied Macaws; accompanied Wyhite-bellied, Orangecheeked,Yellow

crowned,Mealy andBlueheadedParrots; somdluethroatedPipin g a n d Gu&hp; iand dked Howler
Monkey an amazing spectacle.

After a delicious breakfast, which we had to defend from att®ctilet Macawsvhich also visited our
rooms), we went for a further rainforest walk, sweating profusely in unusweadigtiner. Many parts of the
rainforest smelled of jasmine. Birds seen included a fldcungbeter Birdselaxing in the suiGollared
Trogon, Striolated Puffbird, Gilded Barbet, W&ilgd and BuffThroated Woodcreepers; Variable, Dusky
throatedand Bluishdate Antshrikes; Cinereous Mourner,-iRetped Busiyrant, Crowned Slagnd Social
Flycatcher, Eastern Kingbird (Tropical Kingbisgése seen on many day$jreat Kiskadee, Pitkroated
Becard, Rounthiledand Dwarf Tyrant Manakins; Wibgrred Piprites, Chivi Vireo, Violaceous Jay, White
wingedSwvallows (seen on many da@iackbilled andWhite-neckedThrushesWhitewinged Shrike and
White-shoulderedanager, and more oropelas.

There was another walk that afternoon. IRedler (loudlyaudible since we arrived) and a groufpiofer
Monkeys were visible. We found a Giant Tinamou resting in a tree.

Another wonderful visit tthe clay licld again excellent views of macaws, parakeets and parrots thisl
occasiona small group of Bldeeaded Macaws made an appearance. After breakfast we had another rainforest
walk, trying to find elusive birds, often heard but not seen.

In the afternoon, we took a boat trip back to the island tBaedsoo birds. When we returned that night the
eyes of &pectacled Caimahone in the torchlight.

Birds seen includedapped Heron, Caracana®re Hoatzina Bat Falcon, Sun Bittern, li&ry and Spotted
SandpiperPeruvianand Ferruginous Pygmy Owils, Shaited Swift, Forkailed Woodymph, Blackailed
Trogon, Blackronted Numird, Scarlehooded Barbet, Ratckedand Crimsorcrested Woodpeckers, Pale
legged Homero, Chestrwinged Foliagegleaner, Spewinged Antshrike, Pygmy Antwren, Blackish, White
browedand Blackfaced AntbirdsS w a i nRycattliels Bluerowned Manakin, Goldéelliedand Orange
bellied Euphonia, Green Honeycreeped, (seen on many dalsifouscollared Sarrow.We saw th&lusician
Wrenand heard its beautiful song.

We had a shorter journey time on the boat tifutato Maldonado as we were going with the flow. We passed
Orinoco Geese, MuscoBucks,Black 8mmers, Greaand Snowy Egrets, Cocoi HeromsJabiru,several
Sungrebes, Yelldvilledand Largebilled Ternssome Sandoloured Nighthawks and an Osprey.




We retrieved our baggage and flew to Cusco, the archaeological capital of theadsnarictisng modern
city with a colonial heritage, altitude over 11,000 feet.

After checking in to the hotgle went for a walk around the old city which has many beautiful buildings. We
met aChiguanco Thrusiseveral Rufoullared Sparrows and saw a dézera Ibis fly over the city to roost.

Our guide Manuel (who lives there) strode along briskly. Half the group had to return to the hotel as we had nc
yet acclimatised to the altitude. Some group members ate at a local restaurant.

We headed south from Cusco to the small village of Huacarpay and the associated lakes. We saw Cinnam
Yellowbilled and Puna Teal, Pub#s, Mountain CaracaramericarKestrel, Peregrine Falcon, Variable Puna
Hawk, Plumbeous Ra Greater Yelloegs,a dray AmericanGolden PloverAndeanSwifts,AndeanGulls,

Andean NegritoYellowwingedBlackbirgd Giant HummingbirdHooded Siskins, Wréike Rushird, Rusty

fronted Canastero, Yellbilled TitTyrant,AndeanTyrant, AndeanSwallow, and thimvely Mamcoloured

Rush Tyrant

We went down via the Huambutio road to Pisag and the Urubamba Valley. The Sacred Valley is 15 kilometre
north of Cusco. Highlights en route includeWhite Tufted Grebe, Gredrailed Trainbearer, Bded
Mountaineerand AndearLapwing We toured the ruins at Pisaq high above the village with their dramatic
terracing and tombs. T Berra driach,0CGolddblleédr Sdimtorgndhan lAnddamd P e
Flicker.

On the way back to Cusco wsiteid the dramatic Inca ruins of Sagqsaywaman with vast boulders exactly
positioned in mortarless walls. Ladieshétimas were about.

Two group members needed medical attention for altitude sickness but recovered rapidly and were able to en;
the resiof the trip. Others enjoyed another local meal. During theadmye participants tried ceviche, many
potato dishes, and guinea pig.

We seoff early in a comfortable -8@ater bufor the Andean Coefif-the-Rock Lodge located in subtropical

forest on the east slope of the Andes at 5000 feet. We spent all day driving along the 100 mile dirt road th
clings to the side of the mountains, with hairpin bends up and down. Therequerg birding stops in

which to stretch our legs and we rewarded by s&saihgriheadedQuetzabind completing our list of Potads

Great, Common, Lonriled, and Andean. We could smell curry at the roadsidé §topsa widespread
grasdike herb. @her birds seen includ&tuirrel Cuckoo, Blathroated Mango, Bldmnded Toucanet,
Lineated Woodcreeper, Black Phoebe,-dldevhite Swallow, House WreBreat Thrush, Scarldtellied
Mountainand Bluecapped Tanagers, Blabkoatedand Deepblue FlowerpiercerChestnubreasted Mountain

Findh and Chestntliellied Seed Finch.




At the Lodge we settled into our huts, asaveadid at every opportunitygtched the hummingbirds on bushes
and feederd Sparkling Violetear, Shining Sunbeam, \roletedBrilliant, Booted Rackil, TyrianMetaltail

as well as the charisméice-crestedThorntail A Highland Motmot, RussebackedOropendolaBlueand-
grey, Golderand Silvetbeaked Tanagers came aoft&pair ofParadise Tanageisited one day.

At breakfast we were distracted by the whir of humming birds (indMetilggbilled, andwWhite-bellied
Woodstar) and views of tanagerspendolg Dwarf Squirrehnd amAgouti feedingn bananas.

We went birding along the road. Birds inclu@essted Quetzal, SpecklédachalagaPlumbeous Pigeon,
Speckldaced Parrot, Montane Woodcreep&rz a r Spifietail, Montane Foliageaner, Slatyapped
FlycatcherBolivianTyrannulet, Cinnaom and Streaked Flycatchersza JayWhitecapped Dipper, Yellow
throated Bush, Slaty, Blagggled, Orangeared, Golden, Spotted, Beaded, Goldenapedand Blue
necked Tanagers, Blagked Hemispingus, Yelldsllied Seedeater, Sliwemated Restart andr'wo-banded
Warbler.

In the afternoon weisited the Cockf-therock lek, a short drive from the Lodge. Here, balanced on a small
wooden platform, we were rewarded-Bynales in scarlet plumage displaying in front ®hese were more
excdlent bird views from the restaurart.group ofBrown Capuchin Monkegame to see if they could get
into the kitchen (sor@locked!).

That night we founddermiculated Screeokw! along the road under the stars.

We drove downhill to Pillcopata, passing small local communities, and had a picnic lunch. We had frequer
birding stops and got some fuel. We saw many familiar birds. A new highlighciandchestnuEagle.

Other new birds includeghestnutcollaredSwift, GoldentailedSapphire Blue-crownedTrogon,Goldenolive
Woodpecker, Chestrb&cked Antshrike, Strighested Antwren, Striatead YellowbreastedAntbirds, Dot-

winged Antwren, Rusfyontedand Blackbackel TodyFlycatchers; Sierran Elaenia, \Whiteated Tyrannulet,
Olivaceous Flatbill; Brawloured, Sulphury, Streakadd Shoricrested Flycatchers; Letajled Tyrant,
Bananaquit, ChestHAotllied Seedeat@ndChestnubellied Seed Finch.

We drove back to Cusco, stopping at intervals to disembark to allow the bus to clear dips where waterfall
flowed over the road. We met orangated road menders cycling slowly up the considerable hills to clear
landslides and fill pot holasingbasic tools.




We had lunch where we had stopped on the previous jdariiyador with a lovely view over the mountains.

Then we had to take big detour along narrow roads as the usual route was closed. Theradxsgasnobut

the driver found some road menders to ask. We drove over high moorlands with tussock grass and families
Mountain Caracaradlear the rare communities were women in bright clalttimgy minding their sheep.

New birds include@reenfronted Lancebill, Collared Inca, Laaided Sylph, Veroloured Barbet, Black
bandedand Olivebacked Woodcreepers, Pearled Treerumnes, Flycatcher, Whitkanded Tyrannulet,
Rufousbreasted Chaftyrant, Barred Becard, Whitdlared JayAndeanSlay Thrush; Grasgreen, Rusind-
yellow, Hooded Mountain, Fawereasted, Bergbangled, Bluend-black, Saffrotrowned,and Common
Bush Tanagers; Supéacied Hemispingus, Moustached Masked FlowerpiercersdCapped Conehill

Another early start. We drove to Poroy to board the luxurious Vistadomitchiproceeded at a stately

20mph to Aguas Calientes (6,600 feet) with grand views etamesd mountains and the river Urubamba.
TorrentDucks and ducklings perched on the rocks. Bright table runners were placed on the tables and a sna
was served with great ceremony.

We walked from the train through the toypitked town to the bus queue, finally boarding the bus to the
historical sitef Machu Picchu (8000 feethore hairpin bends and then the amazing Inca site. We were taken
round by our archaeological guide before eating-eawedd lunch in the local restaurant. After Jumeh
climbed the steps to the wefésnous view and dutook our own photographé/e saw &'ellowcrowned
TyrannuletGrey-frontedDove, and &VhitewingedBlack TyrantWe also saw a stiizcacha, a relative of the
Chinchilla, hiding in a crevice in the stones.

After a long wait in the bus quewe returnd to Aguas Calientes and walked to our hotel which straddles the
railway line. There we had a delicious traditional meal.

After an excellent breakfasbst of the group went birding in the extensiveplagelied grounds. Some visited
the Spectacled Bear Rescue Cestime went shopping in the large, lively local market, and one succumbed to
the temptation of a spa treatment in our hotel.

Hummingbirds and tanagers abounded. New birds included the e@Gdesmandwhite Hummingbird,
Streaked Xenops, Common Taédycatcher, Plumbecaswned and Torrent Tyrannulets; Sraailled
Elaenia, Marbltaced Bristle Tyrant.,, Smokeoloured Peewee, Thiblled Euphonia, Blueaped
Chlorophonia Silvethacked TanageBlue Dacnis, Rusty Flowerpiercer, Backed Grosbeak, Tropical
ParulaandRussetrowned Warbler.
